NEWS FROM  ST . ANDREW �¶S HOUSING GROUP 

 

St. Andrewôs Housing Group broke ground Monday, April 5th, on what will become the 

first Eastside housing project for homeless military veterans, located in Bellevue. An-

drewôs Glen will consist of a four-story complex with 40 living units and a parking garage 

on the campus of St. Margaret's Episcopalian Church in Factoria. The project is expected 

to be finished within 12 to 18 months at an estimated cost of $12.2 million. Twenty of the 

homes will go to veterans, while the remainder serve as traditional affordable housing.  

St. Margaret's made room for Andrew's Glen by selling the development 

rights for around 4,200 square feet of its campus. The church developed 

the plan as a way to expand its mission of serving the homeless while also 

paying down debt from a recent renovation.
