Bates, 33 years old at the time, also realized that patriotism was an important part of America. She

was grateful for heroes fiwho more than self the
wanted all Americans to realize how God had shed His grace on them and had crowned what was
good fiwith brotherhood from sea to shining sea.
for all she had experienced and been given. We sing it to a tune written by Stephen A. Ward. The

tune came to him while he was on a ferryboat trip from Coney Island back to his home in New York

City, after a leisurely summer day in 1882, and he immediately wrote it down. He was so anxious to
capture the tune in his head, he asked fellow passenger friend Harry Martin for his shirt cuff to write
the tune on, thus perhaps the original Aoff the
